Today‟s beautiful feast of Christ  

the King marks the end of another  

church year – a year when  

most of the Sunday Mass gospel 

readings have been taken from  

Mathew. Today, we hear the well  

known parable of the sheep and the  

goats in which Jesus starts by describing  

himself as the “Son of Man‟ and moves  

on to refer to himself as a king who will  

assemble and judge all the nations. The figure he 

presents seems a rather daunting one probably 

because we tend to think of our unworthiness and are 

not sure whether we are the sheep or the goats in the 

parable. However, we often underestimate the depth 

of God‟s love and forgiveness. We need look no further 

than the „wondrous cross on which the Prince of Glory 

died‟ to see that the judge of all people and nations 

allowed himself to be judged (and in his case unjustly) 

purely out of love for sinful humanity.  
 

Today‟s gospel contains the words and teaching of 

Jesus just before his passion and death. They act as a 

reminder that the situations and events of our everyday 

lives offer countless opportunities to put our faith into 

practice. How appropriate it is that we hear them just 

before our involvement with the Winter Night Shelter 

starts at Holy Innocents, giving us a chance to welcome 

feed some of the most needy people in our local 

community. We began the year of Sunday readings 

from Matthew‟s gospel with the beatitudes from the 

Sermon on the Mount, and today we are presented 

with the awe-inspiring consequences for those who 

have lived by them.  Let us then welcome Christ our 

King who will one day come as our judge, but who 

today comes to us in the lives of the poor and 

marginalised in our society.

THE  NEW  MASS TRANSLATION  

The change of the words at the 

invitation to communion is a direct 

reference to the words of S. John the 

Baptist when he directs his own 

disciples towards Jesus as the 

promised Messiah. The use of the 

word “Behold” is both immediate 

and timeless, as opposed to the more 

restrictive “This is….” The second 

sentence is an almost direct 

quotation from Revelation, 19:9 

“Blessed are those who have been 

called to the marriage supper of the 

Lamb.” It reminds us that this is both 

the new and eternal covenant and 

the foretaste of what is to come in 

heaven. 
 

The response which we make to this 

has also changed to “Lord, I am not 

worthy that you should enter under 

my roof, but only say the word and 

my soul shall be healed.” At this most 

solemn moment of communion, the 

Church puts on our lips, not the words 

of a great mystic or saint, but the 

words of a pagan soldier who 

showed such great faith and trusted 

in the Lord, taking the vital step of 

inviting Jesus into his life (Matthew, 

8:5-13). 
 

Our second  study Mass for the New 

Translation will be tomorrow, Monday, 

21 November at Holy Innocents.  In 

these Masses we will explore the 

words of the New Translation and 
learn some music.
