2018 - A Year of Invitation 
 

In today’s gospel reading we hear the well-known account of the call - the invitation  - to the fishermen who became 
Jesus’ first disciples. It is quite short and simple - ‘Come! Follow me.’ To be a disciple meant to be a fisher of men (and 
women!). It is a reminder to us that our discipleship involves our calling others to be disciples too. 
 

We may well live in a time and place where the effects of secularisation appear to relegate faith to the sidelines, but 
research shows that many people are  looking for meaning and purpose in life, and are up for a conversation about it. 
 

We have so much that is good to celebrate at Holy Trinity, and are a place where people can ‘come and see’ what faith 
in Jesus Christ means to people here. Research also shows that the most common way that people start coming to a 
church is when they are invited there by someone they know. I would like to ask everyone in the congregation to think 
and pray carefully about a person you might invite to come with you to church for a service or other event - and then  
invite them! Let’s make 2018 a year of invitation and welcome and pray that people will ‘come and see’ and find here a 
living relationship with our Lord for themselves.
